Thanks to teens involved at the Mon-
trose Regional Library, we have been 
steadily growing and deepening the 
work of the library’s Teen Advisory 
Board (TAB), fine-tuning the library’s 
Teen Literary Magazine, which is pro-
duced by a group of editors from the 
TAB, and examining teen programming 
to make sure we’re offering popular and 
meaningful opportunities for connec-
tion, learning, and exploration. 

For those unfamiliar with the TAB, it is 
composed of young people ages 13 to 
18 who are interested in guiding library 
decision-making that affects teens. The 
board now typically includes about 
fifteen active members and meets every 
other Wednesday from 6-7pm. Partici-
pant responsibilities cover a wide range. 
At its foundational level, TAB member-
ship includes attending meetings and 
weighing in on plans for programs, 
collections, and direction in Teen Ser-
vices. Right now, the TAB is assessing 
teen program data from the last few 
years and engaging in strategic planning 
for the coming year to ensure we ex-
pend our energy in the most productive 
places.

TAB members also have freedom to fol-
low their interests and talents in propos-
ing changes and new ideas. Thanks to 
the Teen Advisory Board, the library has 
continually updated the library’s Teen 
Space since 2020, adding more comfort-
able and flexible seating, a layout more 
conducive to hanging out, and addi-

tional computers for more opportunities 
to collectively game or study. The TAB 
has been responsible for hosting poetry 
and story contests, encouraging young 
people to share their voices and spread-
ing those voices to a wider audience by 
suggesting ways to amplify their works 
in the wider community (through social 
media, the library website, or in the local 
paper). Our popular Teens vs. Librar-
ians and Valentines/Anti-Valentines 
trivia nights are also thanks to the TAB, 
who never miss a chance to flaunt their 
pop cultural knowledge, especially if it 

means showing up some librarians. 

TAB members have presented propos-
als for project funding to the Friends of 
the Montrose Library and the library 
director, written articles for the library 
column of the Montrose Daily Press, and 
even dressed up as classic storybook 
characters (from the Man in the Yellow 
Hat to Mo Willems’ famous pigeon) to 
read with kids at an end-of-summer 
celebration. 

By the time you read this, the fourth 
annual edition of the Teen Literary Mag-
azine – featuring over 40 works of art, 
poetry, fiction, and non-fiction – should 
be on the shelves and available for free 
to the public. The magazine was the 
brainchild of a TAB member in 2021, and 
works are always chosen, edited, and 
laid out by teen editors. The 2024 edition 

will even feature an audio-magazine 
version, thanks to a dedicated and cre-
ative editor (whose voice may be hoarse 
at the end of all of this work).
If any teen reading this is interested (or 
if any reader might know an interested 
teen), the Teen Advisory Board wel-
comes new members year-round. Mem-
bership offers opportunities for authen-
tic leadership, and we work to foster 
positive experiences, environments, and 
relationships in our community, as well 
as increase community connectedness. 
Members earn volunteer hours for their 

participation; plus, it’s not a bad way 
to strengthen one’s resume, and we 
are heartily devoted to good snacks at 
meetings. Perhaps more than anything, 
the Teen Advisory Board is fun, brings 
together a diverse cross-section of young 
people, and lets teens share their vari-
ous expertises in a way that benefits our 
whole community.
