Have a reluctant reader who could use 
a friendly ear to practice their oral flu-
ency skills? Reading to Rover may be 
the program you've been looking for! 
The Montrose Regional Library Youth 
Services Department has partnered with 
Morningstar Therapy Dogs to offer a 
weekly Reading to Rover program. The 
goal of the Reading to Rover program is 
to help kids discover the joy of reading! 

Held every Wednesday from 3:30-4:30, 
the Reading to Rover program provides 
boys and girls with the opportunity to 
read aloud to the dogs in a one-on-one 
setting. The calming presence of the 
dogs helps alleviate anxiety and the fear 
of judgment many children face when 
they are learning to read. Participants 
enjoy sharing stories with the dogs and 
their handlers.  The therapy dogs have 
proven they are excellent listeners.  

The MRLD Reading to Rover program 
began approximately 15 years ago. 

Designed to support a positive and safe 
learning environment for young readers, 
it has become a tool to encourage a love 
of books, words and literacy. Collabo-
rating with Morningstar Therapy Dogs 
has made the program very successful.  
Morningstar Therapy Dogs is a local 
non-profit organization that is com-
prised of registered dog/handler teams 
that visit nursing homes, elementary 
schools, and other facilities and events.
