Children’s Author Natasha Wing Visits the
Montrose Regional Library, June 26

famous children’s author Natasha Wing!

She is best known for her paperback
series based on the popular story, The
Night Before Christmas. The stories are
about families celebrating holidays and
other big events in kids’ lives such as the
first day of school and losing a tooth.

Her titles include The Night Before Kin-
dergarten which has sold more than 2.5
million copies and has regularly been
on bestseller lists since its publication in
2001. The Night Before Halloween has sold
more than 800,000 copies. Some Night
Before titles have been translated into
Spanish!

Wing’s multicultural book, Jalapefio
Bagels, is a favorite among elementary
school teachers and students. The sto-
ry is based on a real bakery in Arcata,
California and includes recipes from the
bakery. It is a multicultural book with a
mixed family that is Jewish and Mexi-
can. A companion story,
Angels, will be published in 2026 and
will feature the same family celebrating
Day of the Dead.

The Wire Zoo is about another artist Na-
tasha knows—international wire artist
Elizabeth Berrien who is neuro-diver-
gent.
