The Montrose Regional Library District 
(MRLD) Board of Trustees has filed 
for an election to continue a nominal 
point-85 (.85) mill levy which will be in-
cluded on the county ballot this fall. This 
will ensure there is adequate revenue to 
maintain current levels of District ser-
vices and programs.  During their regu-
larly scheduled July 7 meeting, trustees 
unanimously passed a resolution to 
move forward with the election. The 
MRLD will ask Montrose County voters 
to continue the prior increase to the Dis-
trict’s mill levy from 3.00 mills to 3.85. 
The .85 mill levy, approved by voters in 
2017, included a 10-year sunset provi-
sion.  A continuation of the .85 mill levy 
equates to an estimated $5.32 per year 
per $100,000 of valuation for residen-
tial property. That adds up to less than 
$11 a year per household for a home 
valued at $200,000 and less than $28 a 
year per household for a home valued at 
$500,000.  Commercial and agricultural 
property will continue at less than $25 
per year for every $100,000 of valuation. 

The mill levy is the primary funding 
mechanism for the Montrose Regional 
Library District’s programs and op-
erations. This additional revenue for 
the District has enabled the Library to 
be open 7 days a week, expand access 
materials and programming, increase 

outreach programs and maintain and 
improve library facilities. Through frugal 
budgeting and sound financial manage-
ment, the District is committed not only 
to maintaining the current level of excel-
lence, but growing the scope of services 
and program quality to meet the stated 
needs and expectations of our communi-
ty in an ever-changing world.  

“Since Montrose voters first approved 
the mill levy in 2017, our communi-
ty’s investment in the library has truly 
been an investment back into Montrose 
itself. Every dollar has gone toward 
open doors, award-winning children’s 
programs, teen and adult services, and 
resources that help people of all ages 
learn and grow. We’ve managed those 
funds with care, stretching them through 
grants and partnerships, while keeping 
services strong. But if the levy sunsets, 
we risk losing the very programs, hours, 
and opportunities our community has 
come to depend on. Continuing this 
funding ensures the library can remain 
a place where Montrose comes together, 
today and for the future” said DoriAnn 
Adragna, president of the MRLD Board 
of Trustees.

If the .85 mill levy is not continued, it 
would mean the loss of an estimated 
$721,000 or more in annual revenue and 

would result in cuts to hours, program-
ming and materials. Through feedback 
from the community, the District has 
learned that a strong desire exists for 
maintenance of service levels including 
open hours at all District facilities, ac-
cess to print and electronic media col-
lections, continuing the innovative and 
award-winning children’s programs and 
services, continuing teen and adult pro-
gramming, and constant adaptation to 
and community training for new digital 
services.

“Did you know the Naturita Communi-
ty Library recently built a sound proof, 
private room designed for telehealth ap-
pointments?” asked Rachel Zatterstrom,  
a MRLD trustee and co-coordinator of 
the Library Election Committee. “This 
provides a vital resource to our West 
End communities in helping them access 
healthcare services they might otherwise 
have to travel out of town for, which is 
both expensive and time consuming.”

 Montrose County residents will be 
asked to vote YES or NO to continue the 
.85 mill levy in ballots that will be mailed 
in mid-October, according to the Mon-
trose County Elections Division website.  
All ballots must be mailed or dropped 
off at a polling center by the November 
4th election day deadline.
