Montrose Regional
Library to Close
Saturdays in August

The Montrose Regional Library
District has always lived with-

in its means. The loss of Ballot
measures 6A and 6B in 2025 has
created uncertainty in the funding =
landscape for the District. As a re- = i
sult, the District must begin mak-
ing difficult choices that balance
its mission to serve the communi-

_——

ty with the cost of providing those services. The MRLD Board
of Trustees has made the difficult decision to close the Mon-
trose Regional Library on Saturdays beginning August 1.

“We chose Saturday because it is our least busy day and will
be the least impactful to the public, but the savings will help
keep our reserves at a stable and responsible level,” said Paul
Paladino, Director.

The District has also left some positions unfilled as part of
overall belt tightening. Having fewer staff available has made
7-day-a-week coverage more difficult and has made it neces-
sary to close one day a week.

“The board didn't make this decision lightly and after much
discussion and careful consideration, we decided it was in the
best interest of the library to be fiscally conservative at this
time given the uncertainty of future funding,” said Stephanie
Williams, MRLD Board of Trustees President.

So tell us a bit about your professional
background and what you did before
coming here.

My first degree was in anthropology,
and I specialized in Southwestern
archeology. I worked as an arche-
ologist for about 10 years.  have a
master's degree in anthropology, and
I was fortunate to be able to work on
a project when I was in school where
I got a lot of experience doing arche-
ological digs, surveys, and reports. It
was a lot of fun. After that, I worked
as a park ranger for the Albuquerque
Open Space Division. I was in charge
of visitor services, including educa-
tion. At that point I decided I would
go back to school and earn a degree
in elementary education. I worked
as an adjunct professor of anthropol-
ogy at a community college in Utah
and then in California as a classroom
teacher in a rural school that was so
tiny. We had 22 students ages Kin-
dergarten through grade 8, all in one
classroom.

That must have been hard.

It was really awesome actually. It
was the best school experience ever!
Then my first job as a librarian was
in South Dakota. It was in 2011, and
I was the library director of the Wall
Community Library, which sounds
very grand, but Wall is a small town
of about 700 people, and I was pretty
much the only employee. I had a stu-
dent intern and a lot of leeway to do
what the library needed. The library
was quite small and poorly funded.

I ended up writing a bunch of grants
and getting new computers for the
whole library, rearranging every-
thing, buying furniture, and insti-
tuting a weekly Storytime program.
After that I worked as a school librar-
ian, primarily elementary schools
but some middle school as well. I've
worked in the US and also in interna-
tional schools in Saudi Arabia, South
Korea, and India.

What are you most excited about regard-
ing your new role here?

Working in the library is so wonder-
ful. It's been a dream of mine to come
back to public libraries. I enjoyed
working in the schools, but I really
missed just being in the library envi-
ronment and seeing students outside
of school, I think, because it gives
them a less structured experience.

I'm excited to be a part of the Mon-
trose community.

What are some of your goals for the first
few months?

First, I'm focusing on planning sum-
mer reading programs for the teens.
I've also been researching some fun
things that we can do for the future.
I'm a planner. I like to have things
laid out.

Tell us what you enjoy doing outside of
work and things that you're passionate
about.

I'love reading — the library has been
a second home to me as I was grow-
ing up. I enjoy yoga. I'm a certified
yoga teacher and am very interested
in menopause yoga.
